3. Organize and present your group’s findings to the class.

· Present characteristics of the problem play and its application to A Doll’s House.

· Consider issues such as gender conventions, roles of men and women, legal issues pertaining to marriage, and the Cult of Domesticity.

Groups Four, Five, and Six: Discussion Questions for Each Act

· Group four will address Act I, group five will address Act II, and group six will address Act III

· Identify characters, including background, appearance, personality, and relationships to other characters when applicable

· Conflicts between characters

· Emerging themes or symbols

· Important lines
