5. He bullies the citizen who stares at his nose.

6. He “teaches” the Viscount how to properly insult his nose.

7. He composes a ballad while defeating the Viscount.

8. He takes very little food from the food seller.

9. He becomes moody and subdued when the crowd has left.

10. He refuses to take Le Bret’s advice about Roxane.

11. He instantly decides to defend Ligniere against 100 attackers.
